The jump combination may consist of the same or another double or triple jump. However, the jumps included must be
different from the solo jump.

Repeat: A maximum of two elements may be repeated twice without music at the Judges’ discretion.

Pass Mark: The assessment will take into consideration the Grade of Execution of the elements and the program
components in determining a Pass or Fail. The program components must be of a fair standard throughout the program.

A Pass cannot be awarded if more than one element has a GOE of -3 or more than two elements have a GOE of -2.
